PESSYP 2009 and beyond ..........


Thank you to all our teachers for working with the SSCo Team to submit figures for the 2008/09 survey.  The question in the survey on “two hours of high quality PE and sport” was replaced by a new question on “ % of pupils who participate in three hours of high quality PE and out of hours school sport.” 48% of pupils in Barking and Dagenham aged 5- 16 are meeting the new target. The Government has challenged schools to provide 3 hours of curriculum PE and school-led sport to 80% of 5-16 year olds by 2010/11.





The Government also asked us for the first time to collect data on the number of pupils taking part in 5 hours of PE, school-led sport and community sport. Currently 25% of the borough’s 5 -16 year olds meet this new target. The ‘Five Hour Offer’ is explained in full below.

Schools will provide three of the five hours:


2 hours through high quality PE within the curriculum


at least one hour a week of sport beyond the curriculum (out of school hours on school sites)


Community and club providers will look to ensure that an additional two hours a week are available.�
As part of this, every young person should have :


access to regular competitive sport


coaching – to improve their skills and enjoyment


a choice of different sports


pathways to clubs


opportunities to lead and volunteer in sport�
